He taught as one with authority (2) – not as the teachers of the law (2)
4) What was so amazing about Jesus’ response to the leper?

He reached out his hand (1) and TOUCHED him.

Judea, Jerusalem, Idumea, Trans-Jordan, Tyre & Sidon

(2 each max12)

Simon (Peter), James & John (Boanerges – Sons of thunder), Andrew, Philip, Bartholomew, Matthew, Thomas, James (Son of Alphaeus), Thaddaeus, Simon the Zealot, and Judas Iscariot.

10) Who did the teachers of the law from Jerusalem say possessed Jesus?

Beelzebub (2)
11) Who did Jesus say were His ‘family’?

Whoever does God’s will. (2)
12) There were four types of ground in Jesus’ parable of the sower?

What were they and what sort of people did they represent?


Path – Satan takes away the word before they start
Rocky Places – receive with joy but when trouble or persecution comes they stop
Among Thorns – worries of this life, illusion of riches distract them 
Good Ground – hear & accept & produce fruit

Bethsaida (2)

Fourth watc h/ between 3 & 6 am(2)
31) What did they think He was?

A ghost (2)
32) What did Jesus reply?

It’s Me(1) – don’t be afraid (Take/have Courage)(1)
33) After Jesus got back on land who got healed?

All those who touched (2) the edge (hem) of His coat/cloak (2)
